Tribal Fusion Panel Belt Tutorial

For this Bra and Belt set you will need:

1 metre of brocade

Fusible interfacing (for the belt base)

Eyelets & Punch (Crop-A-Dile from Michael’s)
Cording

Scissors

Pins

Fabric pencil

Thread

To make the pattern, | used a very wide belt | purchased. It had the right curve, and was
the right width.

Outline of
purchased belt.
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The front piece of the belt is 14” (finished is 13.5”) wide, the back piece is 25.5” (finished

is 25)

Front. Before sewing it is 5” wide
and 14" long. After sewing it is 4.5”
wide and 13.5” long.

Back. Before sewing it is 5" wide
and 25.5” long. After sewing it is
4.5” wide and 25" long.

Pin interfacing to the wrong side of the belt. | like to put interfacing on both sides for
stiffness and to prevent fraying when eyelets are used.
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Sew the front pieces together and the back pieces together (right sides together),
leaving a small hole to turn the pieces right sides out.

After turning the pieces right sides out, you may want to use a point turner to make crisp
corners.

Pin the edges down in preparation for sewing.

Sew around the outside to make a crisp edge.
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After sewing the edges, mark in even increments with the fabric pencil where you are
going to punch the holes for the eyelets.

Punch the holes (if you do not have a punch, carefully cut or poke small holes).
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After punching (or cutting), you should have precise holes to push the eyelets through.

Carefully push the eyelet through the hole, and slip the back piece on the other side.
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Crimp the two pieces of the eyelet together.

Once all the eyelets have been done, you can thread your cording through “corset style”
(this is for example only as you will need the front and back pieces separate for sewing
on the panels).
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Cut 2 panels. For this panel belt, the panels are 14” wide (13 when finished) and 29”
long.

Turn the long (side) edges under ¥z inch and sew.
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Tack the panels onto the belt base (both have been placed front down, with the top of
the panel being placed on the inside of the base).

Thread your cording through “corset style” attaching the front piece to the back piece.
